A Châteauneuf-du-Pape-inspired wine with red berry and sweet cherry flavors with gentle 
acidity and silky tannins.

Green harvesting techniques are adopted to maximize the fruits potential and all harvesting is 
done by hand. The final wine is bottled without filtration and results in a silky well balanced 
wine with a wonderful purity of fruit
